What Committee for 
Gippsland has achieved 

In 2017 the Committee for Gippsland released itôs 2018-

2020 Strategic Plan.  Through extensive member 

consultation the nine priority areas have been identified 

as key deliverable for Gippsland. These projects will 

endeavor funding commitments are delivered and key 

projects remain the focus for both the State and 

Federal Government. 

After producing the Gippsland Freight Infrastructure 

Master Plan the Committee for Gippsland has secured 

nearly $100 million funding towards priority projects 

including the Sand Road Interchange at Longwarry, 

Leongatha Heavy Vehicle Bypass and overtaking lanes on 

the Omeo Highway. 

The Committee for Gippsland has delivered the Gippsland 

Investment Prospectus with its implementation now 

endorsed as Invest Gippsland by Regional Development 

Victoria, which will continue the push in attracting jobs and 

economic growth in Gippsland. The Prospectus focussed 

on proactively enticing investment from around Australia 

and abroad into Gippsland in order to create local jobs and 

a stronger industry base. 

A Buy Local Economic Study was commissioned by the 

Committee for Gippsland in order to highlight the fact that 

buying local benefits a region. The study found for every 

$100 of revenue raised in local Gippsland businesses, 

nearly $97 is returned to the local economy. This study 

positively influenced the way government organisations 

administered their procurement in Gippsland. 

The Committee for Gippsland manages and facilitates the 

Gippsland Community Leadership Program, one of 

Australiaôs longest running and most prestigious regional 

community leadership programs. The GCLP has been in 

operation for 20 years with over 500 graduates including 

Victoriaôs former police commissioner, Ken Lay.
